1. Introduction

The Emergency CoA are not part of VHF/UHF band planning for good reasons as the usage
and requirements vary significantly from country to country. This information paper lists fre-
guencies which emergency communications groups have provided to me and which they have
not blocked for publication on websites.

What is not included but is becoming more widespread is the use of HSMM/HAMNET high
speed networking in the microwave bands by either existing fixed networks for general ama-
teur radio use or specialist network nodes constructed for emergency use. For emergency
planners, having access to high speed data networks is very attractive and emergency com-
munications groups are moving to meet this demand.

By being informed of current usage, it is hoped that this will assist Committee C5 should any
band plan changes be proposed for other reasons (e.g. Space / Satellite) which may affect
existing emergency communications uses.
